Course Overview

Modern US History is semester course designed to thoroughly familiarize students with the history and culture of the United States of America. This course will focus more heavily on domestic issues facing our nation, but will also include American involvement and impact on the rest of the world. The history will be studied chronologically beginning with the end of World War II and finishing with a look at America in the last years of the 20th century.

Textbook

American History- Reconstruction to the Present This text will be the cornerstone of our curriculum however, various outside readings and authors will also be used freely throughout the course to supplement our knowledge of American history. Primary readings from each time period will also be incorporated to give a “true feel” for the time period being studied.

Teacher Requirements and Expectations
